I’m just 
talking about letting the young people take over.  It’s their turn!”  She quietly responded, “I believe that the 
work of God’s Kingdom will not be finished until our Lord returns to take us home.  We don’t get to retire 
from being Christians and sharing the love of Christ!” 
 
Amen, Thelma!  We far too often let how the world thinks determine how we live as Christians.  Though 
our responsibilities may change because of health concerns, we are not “done” being Christians until this 
life ends or Jesus returns.

The Call Committee is thankful for your trust and support 
as we begin the process of calling a new Pastor. While the 
process is similar to hiring a new employee, there are very 
important differences. We will be entering into a long term 
relationship with a person who wants us to feel loved and 
who will help us grow to our potential. As a congregation, 
we want to nurture our Pastor so that he or she may also 
feel loved, supported and have the freedom to grow in 
important ways. We do not refer to "resumes, interviews or 
hiring decisions." Instead, we are reviewing experiences 
(ours and theirs), having many conversations, and 
discussing who we might call and what God wants for us. 
To make all this happen, we have crafted a list of about 30 
questions. We give lengthy tours of the King of Kings 
grounds with our experts. Some of our members give tours 
of the City to highlight the challenges, benefits and 
opportunities of this area. We have an informal 
conversation (at a restaurant) and a more formal 
conversation in the church lounge. Committee members 
have graciously agreed to pay for their own and the Pastor's 
meals during these meetings. To prepare for this task, the 
various surveys of the past were reviewed. The Council 
also created a Mission Profile for King of Kings that gives 
some history and facts about us. 
  
As of Sept 16th, we will have had 4 conversations. There 
will be a total of 5. It appears that this will be a very tough 
decision because there are so many wonderful Pastors! 
Many of you nominated Pastors for the call. The Synod 
staff has discussed the position with every person whose 
name was submitted. We cannot discuss particular people 
so rest assured that your input was received and used. 
Thank you! Pastor Karen Parker of the Synod reports that 
each person contacted was honored to have been 
considered and it often made their day that someone 
thought so highly of them. 
  
Please include the Call Committee in your prayers so that 
we may discern God's will for King of Kings.

 October is the month of witches, soothsayers, ghosts and divination.  All of these things were 
considered evil in Biblical days and cautioned against as sinful.  Some Christian denominations 
shun Halloween altogether and do not let their children participate in any of the secular cele-
brations.  We Lutherans focus more on the all-hallowed eve before All Saints day.  However we 
do the Halloween thing with tongue in cheek. 
 
There is one story in the Bible, Acts 16:16-24 that deals with soothsayers and divination.  It 
speaks of a young woman who had the power to divine and predict the future.  In Biblical days 
she was to be pitied.  It was thought that she was possessed by a demon.  No, she didn’t sit in 
a booth with a crystal ball in front of her divining one’s future for a price.  However, she was 
exploited by those who owned her much to her distress.  She followed Paul and his entourage 
for days and cried out “These men are working for the Most High God.  They are laying out the 
road of salvation for you” (v 17). Was she giving testimony to Paul’s mission or was the demon 
mocking him through her.  We don’t know, but Paul probably didn’t appreciate being announced 
by a demented girl and I’m sure felt pity for her and how she was being used and abused.  Af-
ter some days, Paul was fed up and he cast the demon out of her in the name of Jesus Christ. 
Immediate relief!  And this was the end of the story about the young woman, but not the end 
of the story for Paul and Silas.  The slave-girls’ masters were so upset at having their lucrative 
business destroyed, that Paul and Silas were thrown in Jail. 
I can only hope that being free of her demons enabled the young woman to be free of her mer-
cenary masters.  Since Lydia was part of the entourage, I like to think that she offered her 
friendship and freedom.  And Paul and Silas?  Read the rest of the story to find out how they
