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 In the months ahead, we at King of Kings, have a very ambitious schedule ahead of us. We are 

planning on submitting a new Conditional Use Permit, expanding our nursery area & adding a restroom 
to it, starting a building campaign and then hopefully replacing our Parish Hall and original Sanctuary 
with a new Parish Center. This Parish Center will have a kitchen, dining space, storage space, a stage, 
and many more features. 

    As this project gets closer, we will be asking the congregation to make gifts and pledges to sup-
porting the new building.  We will also need your help in looking forward to what new ministries and 
evangelism opportunities this building will provide. Unlike the “Field of Dreams” movie, if we build it 
they may not come. A new building does not attract new visitors or fulfill a need in the community. All  

it does is provide a place for that ministry and outreach to take place.  

   The Holy Spirit is more than willing to have every Church grow and grow both spiritually and nu-
merically. The Holy Spirit needs us to be partners with God to facilitate this growth and outreach into the 
community.  We are the ones who need to reach out into our neighborhood and community with the 
Love of Jesus. His divine love will heal hearts, bring families together and soothe the pain of this life. 
We need to provide the vehicle by which people hear about God’s amazing love for them! 
 

This new building can be that opportunity. Thus we need three things from every member: 

1. Prayer — lots and lots of prayer as we move forward 

2. Energy & Ideas — proposals for how we can use this space to the Glory of God and as a tool for our 
real work of evangelism and outreach 

3. Money — we will each need to examine our ability to support this effort with gifts and future pledges 
 

Without all 3 of these, the project will not be a success. More details will be coming forth in the next 
few months and at our new monthly Congregation Information meetings to be held on the first Sunday of 
every month between services. We have a wonderful past that we are building on and a great future 
ahead of us!
