The Pacifica Synod Assembly was held in Oahu Hawaii this year. It is the first time in 20 years that 

we have gathered with our Brothers and Sisters in Christ who live in Hawaii. 
While the vacation beforehand was a welcome break and the scenery outside beautiful, the greatest 

impact for me personally was the reception, hospitability and insight we received from the Hawaiian con-
gregations. They began with the most uplifting and spiritual worship service we have had at a Synod As-
sembly. It was held inside a Church and the music was fantastic. We were all given leis upon entry and 
the worship space was filled with the fragrance of the Islands. 

On Thursday we boarded a bus for lunch at Joy of Christ in Pearl City. The people there fed us a deli-
cious lunch (the same one they feed the homeless) and talked to us about their congregation. They are a 
mainly white congregation in the midst of racial and cultural diversity. (Sound familiar?) Their great 
struggle is how reach out to the neighborhood and become part of the community. And of course along 
the way talk to others about the Gospel and their congregation Joy of Christ. They shared several exam-
ples of how they have changed their worship, music, practices and policies to work better with the com-
munity and their ever-changing military presence. The influx and outflow of military families means that 
their congregation is continually growing  (and shrinking). They are immediately associated with a min-
istry or Bible Study to provide a “home away from home” and support during these difficult days. 

Joy of Christ was originally organized as Gloria Dei Lutheran for the Lutherans associated with the 
nearby military bases. The name change and intentional use of common words instead of church words 
has been part of their acceptance into the community.  Sensitivity to cultural differences and an incorpo-
ration of non-European symbols have opened the door for Joy of Christ to become more diverse.  

But above all, they wanted to show all people who come to their Church their overflowing love of 
Christ and their deep faith. The trip to Joy of Christ Lutheran in Pearl City was the center point of the 
Synod Assembly for me. There I saw a vision of how a mostly white congregation of mostly life-long 
Lutherans can reach out to the diverse un-churched community around it and flourish. It seemed to me 
that they were about 10 years ahead of where most of our mainland congregation are in this effort.  

At the plantation museum after our lunch at Joy of Christ, we heard about the immigration history of 
Hawaii that has created modern Hawaiian society. They have recreated the migrant houses from the early 
1900’s. They were simple and overcrowded by today’s standards but adequate. It saddened me to think 
that the often vilified Hawaiian plantation owners of the 1900’s did a better job at providing shelter and 
dignity than our local farmers. 

The Synod banquet was a homegrown luau with Hula dances from a Hula school. Girls ages 4 to 17 
performed for us along with a group of boys doing traditional male Hula dancing. The mothers and 
grandmothers received a standing ovation for their graceful and beautiful finale. Japanese drummers per-
formed to close the evening.  Overall, the trip was beautiful, inspiring and insightful.

Debt Reduction Offering Clarification from Council 
There has been some confusion about the “Debt Reduction” portion of the offering. Last year members 

were asked to pledge an additional offering designated for debt reduction. For those who prefer to write 
one check for their total offering, you may note the additional offering amount on your offering envelope. 
Those funds are used to pay off our current mortgage of approximately $340,000. We hold a 2 or 3 month 
reserve in this account and when extra funds beyond that reserve are present, we make a principle reduc-
tion payment with the extra funds.  

Persons wishing to donate to the cost of replacing our current parish hall should make an additional of-
fering to “Debt Reduction” since our current mortgage must be paid in full before we can get a new loan or 
the remainder of the loan be rolled into the new loan. 

 

Summer Stewardship Reminder 
Just a gentle reminder that our financial commitments continue on through the summer. We ask every-

one keep their pledge in mind as summer vacations and trips, etc. prevent you from attending worship.  
While we might pay admission to a movie or dues to a social club like Kiwanis, our offering to the 

Lord is different. We offer a portion of our resources back to God in acknowledgment that He is the source 
of our worldly blessings. That is precisely why the word Offering is used instead of dues or admission. 

By offering back 10% of our wealth to God, we can break the chains of bondage to material wealth.  
All around us the media and advertisements proclaim the false gospel of materialism which proclaims we 
can find happiness and purpose in the accumulation of material goods. As followers of Jesus we know that 
true happiness is found by placing our trust in God. Our true purpose is to follow Jesus, minister to others 
in Jesus’ name and proclaim the Good News of Jesus Christ to those who have not heard it. The tithe or 
10% sets us free from that bondage. 

One excellent way to keep your pledge current is to enroll in Thrivent’s Simply Giving program where 
an electronic transfer is made from your bank to the Church on a weekly basis. It costs nothing and is easy 
to do. Forms are available in the entryway.

WHAT HAPPENED AT THE PACIFICA SYNOD 
ASSEMBLY? 

 

Elaine and Peter Aadland were your lay delegates to 

the 2007 Pacifica Synod Assembly, held May 2 – 7 in 

Hawaii. Here is their report: 
 

Aloha! Our time on Waikiki Beach was a well-
spent combination of business, worship, learning, con-
necting— and, yes, a little sightseeing and relaxing, 
too. We thank you for giving us the opportunity to 
represent King of Kings as your voting members this 
year. There is much to tell about our time in Hawaii, 
but for this report, we will focus on the business con-
ducted during the three general sessions. 

Several resolutions were passed at this Assembly. 
The “Cherish Our Children” Initiative calls for the 
Pacifica Synod to be pro-active in addressing the issue 
of sexual exploitation of children in our region.  

Another resolution addressing the Israeli-
Palestinian conflict recommits the Pacifica Synod to 
the ongoing support of the Evangelical Lutheran 
Church in Jordan and the Holy Land.  

The “Healthy and Growing Congregations” Initia-
tive approves a church planning process called 
“Natural Church Development” and encourages its use 
by all congregations in the Synod. Coaching networks 
have been set up to facilitate this process. 

In addition, compensation guidelines for rostered 
leaders was increased by 3%.  

One issue was discussed at length, but no resolu-
tion was passed. The Assembly tackled the question of 
what the synod’s position should be regarding immi-
gration reform. The debate was interesting and often 
impassioned, but with time running out at the end of 
the last session, the issue was sent back to committee 
to be addressed by the General Assembly at a later 
date. 

The Bishop’s Report included highlights of the 
Pacifica Synod’s ministries, ordinations, installations, 
and events.  He also introduced us to the new synod 
office complex in Santa Ana, which will be ready for 
occupancy in November. Acquisition and renovation 
of the “green” complex was accomplished solely with 
endowments.  

Much more information was provided during key-
notes, workshops and other events, but space prevents 
us from covering them all here. If you would like 
more details about any part of our Assembly experi-
ence, please contact us. We’d be happy to talk your 
ear off.

WOMEN OF NOTE 
 

June is the traditional month for brides and all the pageantry that goes with it.  It was a big deal in 
Biblical days also.  Our most famous wedding is the wedding at Cana, in which our Lord revealed his 
first miracle.  In my opinion, the most infamous wedding was that between Jacob and Leah.  So, if 
you don’t mind, I would like to repeat our June, 2002 column, with some modifications, which 
featured Leah. 

T h e  K i n g ’ s  H e r a l d  
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It started out as a beautiful love story where the smitten Jacob agreed to work 7 years for the 
hand of the lovely Rachael.  And work he did.  When the time came, his father-in-law to be, La-
ben, put on a big festival (wedding).  The only trouble was that when Jacob woke up in the light 
of the morning, he had been tricked into marrying Leah, the oldest daughter.  Don’t blame Leah, 
because a daughter of that day would never confront or disobey their father.  And her father 
was just as much of a trickster as Jacob. 
 

You may wonder just how this deception could be managed.  Weddings in those days were more 
like a celebration of a contract signing, with lots of feasting, drinking and revelry.  And by the 
way, the women were not invited to this celebration.  It was the custom of that time for the fa-
ther to conduct the bride to the bedchamber in silence and darkness.  Voila!  Wrong bride.  
Imagine her feelings as Jacob expressed his outrage.  She was not only homely but also un-
wanted.  (The name Leah means cow eyed or weak eyed whereas Rachael was beautiful.)  But, the 
Lord took pity on her and gave her many sons and withheld them from Rachel when she married 
Jacob a couple of weeks later.  What a conflicted household that must have been. In fact at one 
time Leah had to bribe Rachael with a fertility potion just to sleep with her husband.  No wonder 
the law was changed later to forbid marriage to a wife’s sister during the wife’s lifetime. 
 

But Leah was especially blessed in that one of her sons, Judah, was the progenitor of Jesus.  
Also we know that Leah, while unloved, was faithful to the Lord and Jacob.  We know that by 
looking at the names she gave her sons.  They reflect praise, adoration, acknowledgement of di-
vine compassion.  Her third son, Levi means “joined” in which she was rejoicing in the feeling that 
her husband would now love her through this son’s birth.  This was another disappointment for 
her. 
 

We learn from this little vignette that God loved this homely woman because of her piety and 
inner beauty and chose her to be the one from whose line the Savior came.  We also learn not to 
make choices or judgments of individuals based upon their outer beauty.  God does not look upon 
the outward appearance, but upon the heart, which he did with Leah.  Read all about it in Gen. 29 
and 30, it is a fascinating story.
