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WOMEN OF NOTE

Our Lutheran Women Today magazine recently honored Florence Nightingale. Also, our local
newspaper published a supplemental advertising called “Salute to Nurses” on July 11*". And, I had
recently read a book that is called “Blessed among all Women” which honored Florence Nightingale
among other women. Therefore it is inevitable that she be our woman of the month.

When you think about Florence Nightingale, you think of her being only an extraordinary nurse.
However, when you read about the conditions and the expectations of women in the nineteenth
century alongside of what she accomplished, she is more than extraordinary, she was heaven-sent.

Florence was born into a wealthy family in England. It was a society where gentlemen did not work
at manual labor and every young woman was expected to enter into a life of marriage and spend
their time “making society and arranging domestic things”. Florence was known for being clever,
witty and attractive and therefore had many suitors. She rejected them all because from an early
age, she felt a keen sense that God was calling her to be of service as a nurse. Great calling, right?
Wrong! She might as well as said to her father that she wanted to be a kitchen maid, in other
words, something that a lady would not do. Hospitals in those days were warehouses of filth,
despair and death and that was for those who could afford them. Only those of the most
disreputable classes would work in them.

Florence made up her mind, however, that she was to devote herself to the “sick and the
sorrowful”. She spent much time studying everything she could find on medicine and disease and
also hospital administration, such as it was. She trained as a nurse in Germany and through
connections, won an appointment as director of a small charitable hospital in England. There she
was able to put into practice her ideas of sanitation, good nutrition and proper ventilation. About
that time, the Crimean War broke out with terrible descriptions of the suffering of the British
troops. Again, through connections, she was able to recruit 38 nurses and headed to Turkey to work
in the military hospitals.

We've recently had some scandalous conditions in military hospitals, but it was nothing as to what
she found; filth, beds filling the hallways, the hospital built over a sewer and no bathing or laundry
facilities or medicines. With her personal money she provided what was needed and the nurses set
about cleaning up the place and the patients. She was accused of “spoiling the brutes”.
Nevertheless, this woman of steel with God leading her, prevailed and became known as “the Lady
with the Lamp”, a nhame given her by the soldiers who worshiped her very shadow as she walked the
wards at night. She reduced the mortality rate by 50 per cent.

After the war, she was very influential in reform by writing textbooks on hospital administration
and nursing and also by establishing modern schools of nursing. Her post war achievements were
even more impressive since she suffered from ill health from the war and rarely left the confines
of her home. She lived until 90. 1 close with a quote from her that should inspire us all: “1 never
pray for anything temporal..but when each morning comes, 1 kneel down before the Rising Sun, &
only say, Behold the handmaid of the Lord—give me this day my work to do—no, not my work, but
thine”.

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QUESTIONS AND ANSWERS ABOUT ENDOWMENTS

What does the endowment committee do with the funds?
The funds are deposited into several different investment accounts
maintained by the committee. A quarterly review of the allocation of these
funds is made to determine if the current allocation of funds is correct. An
annual independent audit of the funds is performed and sent to the
congregation.

Don’t 1 need a lot of money to start an endowment?

No — any amount may be given to the endowment committee. Gifts can be
made in the form of Real Estate, Stocks, Trust Fund, Life Insurance Policy,
Annuity or you may designate a portion (10% to 100%) of your estate in
your will. Each type of gift has different tax implications for your heirs so
please check with your financial planner first. Or Jeff Crane, our Thrivent
representative.
