As we enter a new school year, I am reminded about a children's sermon I saw
several years ago. The late, great Pastor Quentin Garman was preaching that day. He
called all of the children up front, and showed them a jar, some big rocks and some rice.
He asked the children if the rocks and rice could fit into the jar. There were opinions both
ways. Pastor Garman poured the rice into the jar, and several of the rocks wouldn't fit. He
emptied the jar, and then put all the rocks in first. He then poured all of the rice in. The
message was very clear: take care of the big things first. The little things will fit in around
the big things. As professed Christians, nothing should be bigger than Christ in our lives.

Someone asked me recently what I saw as the biggest problem to overcome in youth
ministry. My answer? The advantages we have living in Southern California. In most of
this country, the weather greatly limits activities from fall until spring. Here, we find the
beach, the desert, and the mountains, all within easy driving distance. Sports can be
played year round. Fall baseball in Northwest Indiana would be interesting, to say the
least.

I'm
just saying, “Put Christ first”. As you participate in these activities, let your light shine.

WOMEN OF NOTE

I start my story with a little boy, Josiah, who was made king of Jerusalem at the age of 8.
His father and grandfather were not good role models for they instigated and perpetuated
idolatry and abandoned the Lord. In fact, they let foreign gods proliferate and also wor-
shipped them. Both Josiah’s father and grandfather were murdered in their own palace be-
cause of this. This placed Josiah, in spite of his age, upon the throne.

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In this year of 621BC, Solomon’s temple was still standing, but it had fallen into disrepair and
was little used. Baal and Astarte were the popular gods of the land. Josiah’'s mother, Jedidah,
apparently saw to it that “he did right in the sight of the Lord”, so, at the age of 18 when the
Assyrians, Egyptians and other enemies were on the wane, he decided to restore the temple.
During the reconstruction process, the high priest found a scroll which was the lost book of the
law. It contained laws about everything from food preparation to criminal reparation. When
the book was read to Josiah, he was appalled and distressed and immediately tore his clothing
because he knew that they had sinned greatly. He then dispatched his high priest to find some-
one who could interpret and authenticate this scroll for him.

This is where our woman of note comes in. They selected Huldah, a prophetess, to tell them
what all this meant in the context of their sin. Now, what I think is pretty remarkable is that
during this time, Jeremiah and Zephaniah were both around and had been for the last 5 years
preaching doom and death, yet, they chose Huldah. Why? One book I read stated that she was
a scholar of ancient laws and also familiar with royal courts and their need for discretion. That
would be a good match. So, here we have a woman more learned and discrete then her male
counterparts and therefore sought out. And she told them what they needed to know. And 1|
might add that she didn't speak for herself, she spoke for God and preceded each statement of
prophecy with “thus saith the Lord”. What she had to say was not pleasant. She foretold that
Jerusalem would be destroyed but that the king would join his ancestors before this happened
so that he would be spared this horrible event. But she did also interpret the law.

Huldah helped Josiah instigate great religious reform. All the trappings of the foreign gods
were gathered and burned and he destroyed everything that was profane. This included those
who served at the altars of the foreign shrines, the mediums, the wizards and priests. And 2
Kings 23:25 says, “Before him there was no king like him, who turned to the Lord with all his
heart, with all his soul, and with all his might, according to all the law of Moses; nor did any like
him arise after him.”

Let’s give credit to the mother of Josiah and his prophetess in guiding him into being great in
the sight of God and history. Today, we have a saying that behind every great man is a woman's
influence somewhere. This is a case in point. Read the complete story in 2Kings Ch. 22.

WOMEN'S WORDS

In my research of Women of Note, 1 have come across so many wise sayings attributed to
women that I feel they bear repeating. The following quote is most appropriate in view of our
Stewardship program.

St. Marcella, a wealthy widow, 325-410 was quoted as “...preferring to store my money in the
stomachs of the needy rather than hide it in my purse”. (Ellsberg) Amen to that.
